Action Items:
1. MSA - The Executive Committee will support Sarasota YMCA’s bid to United States
Aquatic Sports for hosting the 2013 Pan American Championship.

EC Agenda topics:

1) President's report (Jeff): Jeff presented the Ransom Arthur award to Rob Copeland while at
Rob’s home in Atlanta. Jeff thanked Mike Heather for giving the awards speech in Mesa,
Arizona.

2) Executive Director Report (Rob B): Staff provided support to the Mesa host while at Spring
Nationals. In addition to operational support, the staff provided all the marketing, promotional
and video coverage for the Nationals. Staff was able to meet with different committee chairs
while in Mesa.
